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RULES OF

This is the Rules of the Society referred
to in the Application to Incorporate

THE SOCIETY

1.0 NAME

1.1 The name of the Society is  NATIONAL HIGHLAND REGISTER SOCIETY
INCORPORATED (N.Z)) (“Society”)

20 REGISTERED OFFICE

21 The Registered Office of the Society is C/- 3 Balmoral Street, Levin 5510

3.0 PURPOSES OF SOCIETY

3.1 The purposes of Society are to:-

@) Develop and maintain the purity of the breed of Cattle known as “Highland Cattle”

(b) Collect, verify, preserve and publish the pedigrees of Highland Cattle and other
useful information relating to them;

(©) Establish and maintain a Herd Book in which to register the pedigrees of Highland
Cattle;
And to abide by rules of said Herd Book.

(d) Issue publications on Highland Cattle and generally promote the names and
pedigree of Highland Cattle;

(e) Facilitate, for breeders, the development of a New Zealand commercial Highland
Beef market that represents no financial gain for the Society.

" Do all things that are necessary or desirable for the fulfiment of the foregoing
purposes.

MANAGEMENT OF THE SOCIETY
4.0 COUNCIL OF MANAGEMENT (“THE COUNCIL”)

4.1 The Society shall have a Council of Management (“the Council’), comprising of the
following persons:
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E)) A President;

(b) Two (2) Vice Presidents;

(c) A Treasurer;

(d) A Secretary;

(e) Five (5) other Members as the Society shall decide.
APPOINTMENT OF COUNCIL MEMBERS

Nomination of candidates for election as Members of the Council:-

(@ Shall be made in writing, signed by two (2) Members of the Society and
accompanied by the written consent of the candidate; and

(b) Shall be delivered to the Secretary of the Society not less than thirty (30) days prior
to the date of the AGM.

In the case of a Member who is a Company or a Partnership the Nominated Voter of such
Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs as appointed pursuant to
Rule 10.1(a)(iii) shall be entitled to stand as a candidate for election to the Council.

if the number of those nominated is equivalent to the number of vacancies within the
Council then the Chairman at the AGM shall declare those nominated as duly elected.

If the number of those nominated is more than the number of vacancies then twenty (20)
days prior to the AGM the Secretary shall send by post and/or email, to the address of
each Member as recorded in the register of Members, the list of candidates and a ballot
paper containing the names of those nominated candidates in alphabetical order.

if a nominated candidate is a present Council Member then the list circulated by the
Secretary pursuant to Rule 5.4 shall include details of the nominated candidates
attendance at Council meetings during the proceeding twelve (12) months.

Each Member entitled to vote must complete the ballot paper and return it to the
Registered Office no later than seven (7) days prior to the AGM.

The result of the ballot will be announced at the AGM and recorded in the minutes by the
Secretary. '

If two (2) or more nominated candidates obtain an equal number of votes the Chairman of
the AGM shall have the casting vote.

CESSATION OF COUNCIL MEMBERSHIP
Persons cease to be a Council Member when:

(a) They cease to be a Member of the Society.
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(b) They resign by giving one (1) months written notice to the Secretary.

The President who has held office for three (3) consecutive terms, may be nominated for
re-election after a two (2) year stand-down from the office of President.

ROLE OF THE COUNCIL

Subject to the rules of the Society ("the Rules"), the role of the Council is to:
(a) Administer, manage, and control the Society.

(b) Decide the procedures for dealing with complaints.

(c) Set Membership fees, including subscriptions and levies.

() Make rules and regulations.

The Council has all of the powers of the Society, unless the Council's power is limited by
these Rules, or by a majority decision of the Society.

Decisions of the Council bind the Society, unless the Council's power is limited by these
Rules or by a majority decision of the Society.

ROLES OF COUNCIL MEMBERS

The President’s role is to:

(a) Ensure that the Rules are followed.
(b) Convene Meetings.

(c) Give a report on the operation of the Society at each Annual General Meeting or
Special General Meeting.

(d)  Advise the Registrar of Incorporated Societies of any alteration to the Constitution.
The Vice President’s role is to:

(a) Fulfil the role of the President in the President's absence.

The Secretary's role is to:
(a) Record the minutes of Meetings.
(b) Keep the Register of Members.

(c) Receive and reply to correspondence as required by the Council
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(d) Retain the common seal of the Society, if the Society has a common seal.
The Treasurer's role is to:

(a) Collect and receive all payments made to the Society. These payments must be
banked within seven days after the Treasurer receives them;

(b) Keep a true and accurate record in the Society's account book, so that the
Society's financial situation can be clearly understood at any point in time;

(c) Give a financial report and statement of accounts (including an Income and
Expenditure Account and Balance Sheet).

PROCEEDINGS AT COUNCIL MEETINGS
No Council Meeting may be held unless more than half of the Council Members attend.

The President shall chair Council Meetings, or if the President is absent, a Vice President
shall chair the Council Meeting.

Decisions of the Council shall be by majority vote.
The President or person acting as President has a casting vote.
Council members will be considered to be in attendance at a Council meeting via a video
link, skype conferencing or tele-conference call where they can hear what is being said and
their point of view is able to be put forward and heard.
Subject to these Rules, the Council may regulate its own practices.
TYPES OF MEMBERS
There shall be four (4) classes of membership:
(a) Breed member: Who is either:
() an individual aged 18 years or over, representing one Fold, (one Fold is
represented by one vote) who owns an animal or animals registered with the
Society (“the Breed owner”)
(i) Where a Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs is a
Breed member, such a collective shall nominate one person within said
collective to exercise the voting rights on behalf of the collective (“Nominated
Voter”).
(iiy a Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs whose
Nominated Voter, appointed pursuant to Rule 10.1(a)(i) owns an animal or
animals registered with the Society.

(b)  Associate members:
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()  An Associate member shall have no voting rights under these rules. But do
have speaking rights.

(i) An Associate member shall be entitled to all other benefits pertaining to a
Breed Member.

(i) An Associate member may be a person, a
Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs provided that in

the case of a  Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership  of

Folds/Farms/Studs, a person is nominated as the representative.

() Junior Member:
()  Anindividual who is under the age of eighteen (18) years

(i) A Junior Member shall have speaking rights but no voting rights under these
Rules.

(d) Life Member:
()  Anindividual who the Council determines is worthy of Life Membership.

(i) A Life member who owns cattle registered with the Society is considered a
Breed Member.

(iiiy A Life Member who does not own cattle registered with the Society is
considered an Associate Member.

ADMISSION OF MEMBERS

To become a Member of the Society, a person (“the nominee”) must be nominated by an
existing Member and such nomination lodged with the Secretary of the Society.

As soon as is practicable after the receipt of a nomination, the Secretary shall refer the
nomination to the Council.

Upon a nomination being referred to the Council, the Council shall determine whether to
approve or to reject the nomination.

Upon a nomination being approved by the Council, the Secretary will notify the nominee in
writing that hey have been approved for Membership of the Society and request payment
within twenty-eight (28) days of both the appropriate entrance fee and the first year's
annual subscription.

Once payment has been received in accordance with Clause 11.4, the Secretary shall
enter the nominees name in the register of Members, and upon their name being so
entered the nominee becomes a Member of the Society.

In the case of a Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs who is
nominated to be a member of the Society, the nominated Voter as appointed pursuant to
Rule 10.1(a)(iii) is subject to the admission procedure detailed at Rules 11.1 to 11.5.
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A Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs may cancel the
appointment of the Nominated Voter and nominate another individual to fulfil this role by
notice in writing to the Secretary of the Society. The newly appointed Nominated Voter
shall be subject to the same rules of admission of Members set out at Rules 11.1 to 11.5.

THE REGISTER OF MEMBERS

The Secretary shall keep a Register of Members ("the Register"), which shall contain the
names, addresses and telephone numbers and email addresses (if applicable) of all
Members, and the dates at which they became Members.

If a Member's address or telephone number or email addresses changes, that Member
shall give the new address or telephone number to the Secretary.

CESSATION OF MEMBERSHIP

Any Member who has paid all money due and payable by them to the Society may resign
from the Society by giving one (1) months written notice to the Secretary.

A Member may have his or her Membership terminated in the following way:

(@) If the Member's Membership fees are three (3) months in arrears; membership is
automatically terminated with no right of appeal.

(b) If, for any reason whatsoever, the Council is of the view that a Member is breaching
the Rules or acting in a manner inconsistent with the purposes of the Society, the
Council may give written notice to the Member ("the Council's Notice") detailing the
following:

(i) Explain how the Member is breaching the Rules or acting in a manner
inconsistent with the purposes of the Society.

(i)  State what the Member must do in order to remedy the situation; or state that
the Member must write to the Council within 14 days of receipt of the
Councif's Notice giving reasons why the Council should not terminate the
Member's Membership.

(i) State that if, after 14 days of the Member receiving the Council's Notice, the
Council is not satisfied, the Council may in its absolute discretion immediately
terminate the Member's Membership.

(iv) State that if the Council terminates the Member's Membership, the Member
may appeal to the Council. Unless the termination was for 3 months arrears
of membership.

(v) State that if the Member wishes to appeal to the Council they must provide
written notice of their intention to the Secretary (“Member’s Notice”).
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(c) If the Member gives a Member's Notice to the Secretary, the Member will have the
right to be fairly heard at the next Council Meeting. If the Member chooses, the
Member may provide the Secretary with a written explanation of the events as the
Member sees them ("the Member's Explanation™), and the Member may require the
Secretary to give the Member's Explanation to every other Member of the Council
within 7 days of the Secretary receiving the Member's Explanation. If the Member is
not satisfied that the other Council Members have had sufficient time to consider
the Member's Explanation, the Member may defer his or her right to be heard until
the following Council Meeting.

(d) When the Member is heard at a Council Meeting, the Council may question the
Member and the member, the Councillors.

(e) The Council shall then by majority vote decide whether to let the termination stand,
or whether to reinstate the Member. The Council's decision will be final.

RE-ADMISSION OF FORMER MEMBERS

Any former Member who has resigned may apply for re-admission in the same way as a
new Applicant, but if the former Member's Membership was terminated by the Council or
the Society, the Applicant shall not be re-admitted without the approval of the Council by
majority vote.

OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS

All Members shall abide by the rules, promote the purposes of the Society and shall do
nothing to bring the Society into disrepute.

MONEY AND OTHER ASSETS OF THE SOCIETY
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JOINING FEES, SUBSCRIPTIONS AND LEVIES
Are set by the council and go to the AGM for ratification.

All subscriptions shall be due annually in advance; either at the AGM or by the last day of
July of that year and are payable to the Treasurer.

The entrance fee is payable pursuant to Rule 11.4.

The Council may from time to time decide by majority vote in a Council meeting:
(a) The Entrance Fee payable on admission of Membership; and

(b) The Subscription Fee and how often this must be paid.

The Council may from time to time impose additional fees by way of levies on the various
categories of Members as the Council sees fit.

ADDITIONAL POWERS
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The Council may:
(@ Invest and deal with moneys of Society in accordance with these Rules;
(b) Raise or borrow money upon such terms and in such manner as it thinks fit;

(c) Do all such things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the purposes
and the exercise of the powers of the Society;

USE OF MONEY AND OTHER ASSETS

The Society may only Use Money and Other Assets if:

(a) It is for a purpose of the Society.

(b) It is not for the sole personal or individual benefit of any Member.

(c) That Use has been approved by either the Council or by majority vote of the
Society.

FINANCIAL YEAR

The financial year of the Society begins on 1 June of every year and ends on 31 May of
the next year.

CHEQUES

Any Payment made by the Society above a value of twenty dollars must be by Cheque or
electronic deposit.

All cheques must be signed by the President or Treasurer, and countersigned by one other
signatory.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS AND SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS

A meeting of the Society can be either an Annual General Meeting (‘AGM”) or a Special
General Meeting (“SGM”) (together defined as “Society Meetings”)

The AGM shall be held once every year between 1 April and 31 August. The Council shall
determine when and where the Society shall meet within those dates.

An SGM may be called by the Council. However, the Council must call a SGM if the
Secretary receives a written request signed by at least ten (10) Members of the Society.
Such written request shall include the business to be discussed at the SGM.

Twenty one (21) days notice of a AGM or SGM Meeting must be given by the Secretary to
Members to their address as recorded in the Register of Members. Such notice will
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include the business to be discussed at such Society Meeting.
All Members may attend Society Meetings.

The business of an AGM shall be:

(a) To confirm the minutes of the last preceding AGM.

(b) To receive from the Council reports upon the transactions of the Society during the
last preceding financial year;

(c) To elect Members of the Council; and

(d) To receive and consider the statement submitted by the Society.

(Together defined as “ordinary business”).

A Member seeking to bring any business before an AGM which is not ordinary business
(“special business”) may give notice of that special business in writing to the Secretary,

who shall include that special business in the notice calling the next AGM.

PROCEEDINGS AT SPECIAL MEETINGS

No item of business shall be transacted at a SGM unless a quorum of not less than seven
(7) Members is present.

if half an hour has lapsed after the appointed time for the commencement of the Special
Meeting and a quorum is not present then the meeting shall stand adjourned to the same
day and same time in the following week, unless another place is specified by the
Chairman at the time of the adjournment or by written notice to Members given before the
day to which the meeting is adjourned.

PRESIDENT OF SOCIETY MEETINGS

The President of the Council, or in his absence, a Vice President of the Council, shall
preside as Chairman at each Society Meeting.

if the President and both Vice-President's are absent from any Society Meeting, the
Members present shall elect one of those Members present to preside as Chairman at the
meeting.

The Chairman of a SGM at which a quorum is present may, with the consent of the
meeting, adjourn the meeting from time to time and place, but no business shall be
transacted at an adjourned meeting other than the business left unfinished at the meeting
at which the adjournment took place.

Where a meeting is adjourned for fourteen (14) days or more, notice of the adjourned
meeting shall be given pursuant to Rule 21.4.

VOTING RIGHTS AT SOCIETY MEETINGS
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Upon any question arising at a Society Meeting, each Breed Member shall have one (1)
vote only and neither Associate Members nor Junior Members shall have voting rights.

If a Nominated Voter is unable to attend a meeting where the right to vote shall be
exercised, the Nominated Voter may elect to transfer the right to vote to another named
Member of the Company/Trust/Franchise/Partnership of Folds/Farms/Studs for that
meeting. The Nominated Voter must inform the Secretary of the transfer in writing prior to
the beginning of the meeting, including the name of the person who will exercise the vote.

Subject to Rule 24.4, a Member is not entitled to vote at any Society Meetings unless all
moneys due and payable by him to the Society have been paid.

All votes shall be given by person, by postal vote, or email for motions submitted prior to
the Society Meeting: There will be no proxy votes.

(a) Motions and mover's explanation (not exceeding 200 words) to be submitted to the
Secretary at least sixty (60) days prior to a Society Meeting;

(b)  Motions are posted or emailed to Members with the notice of the Society Meeting;

(c) Members have thirty (30) days to provide the Secretary with a written response to
the motion (not exceeding 200 words);

(d) At the expiration of thirty (30) days copies of all responses and a ballot paper are
sent to Members;

(e) Ballot papers must reach the Secretary’s office on the last working day prior to the
meeting. As an alternative, Members may cast their vote at the general meeting;

® Results of the ballot are announced at the general meeting and the decision
becomes effective from that date.

A question arising at a Society Meeting of the Society shall be determined on a show of
hands and unless before or on the declaration of the show of hands a poll is demanded, a
declaration by the Chairman that a resolution has, on a show of hands, been carried or
carried unanimously or carried by a particular majority or lost, and an entry to that effect in
the Minutes of the Society is evidence of the fact, without proof of the number or proportion
of the votes recorded in favour of, or against, that resolution.

In the case of a tied vote, the Chairman of the meeting is entitled to exercise a casting
vote.

If at a meeting a poll on any question is demanded by not less than three (3) Members, it
shall be taken at that meeting in such manner as the Chairman may direct and the
resolution of the poll shall be deemed to be a resolution of the meeting on that question.

A poll that is demanded on the election of a Chairman or on a question of an adjournment
shall be taken forthwith and a poll that is demanded on any other question shall be taken at
such time before the close of the meeting as the Chairman may direct.

COMMON SEAL

25.0 COMMON SEAL

25.1 The Common Seal of the Society shall be kept in the custody of the Secretary.

252 A document shall be executed on behalf of the Society if the common seal is attached to
the document and the document is witnessed by anyone of the President, Secretary or
Treasurer and counter-signed by one other Member of the Council.

ALTERING THE RULES

26.0 ALTERING THE RULES

26.1 The Society may alter or replace these Rules at a Society Meeting by a resolution passed
by a two-thirds majority of those Members present and voting.

26.2 Any proposed motion to amend or replace the Constitution shall be signed by at least 15
Members and given in writing to the Secretary at least 28 days before the Society Meeting
at which the motion is to be considered, and accompanied by a written explanation of the
reasons for the proposal.

26.3 At least 14 days before the General Meeting at which any Constitution change is to be
considered the Secretary shall give to all Members written notice of the proposed motion,
the reasons for the proposal, and any recommendations the Council has.

264 When a Constitution change is approved by a SGM the President shall file with the
Registrar of Incorporated Societies advice of the Rule changes in the required form. No
Constitution change shall take effect until this is done.

WINDING UP

27.0 WINDING UP

271 If the Society is wound up:

(@)  The Society's debts, costs and liabilities shall be paid.
(b) Surplus Money and Other Assets of the Society may be disposed of:
(@i by resolution; or
(i)  according to the provisions in the Incorporated Societies Act 1908; but

(c) No distribution may be made to any Member.

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(d)  The surplus Money and Other Assets shall be distributed to a Society with similar
objects.

The Society may be wound up if it shall be deemed expedient by a resolution proposed at
a SGM of the Society called especially for that purpose by notice in accordance with these
Rules and provided such resolution is carried by a majority of not less than three-quarters
of the Breed Members of the Society.

In the event of the winding up or the cancellation of the incorporation of the Society, the
assets of the Society shall be disposed of in accordance with the provisions of the
Incorporated Societies Act 1908. Subject to those provisions, the assets shall be disposed
of in such a way as the majority of the Breed Members of the Society may determine by
resolution.

REGISTRATION RULES AS AT 27/8/2007

The Society will accept applications for registration of Cattle in the Herd Book in the
manner described in the following Rules.

Applications for the Registration of Highland Cattle shall only be accepted from:

(@) Financial Breed Members of the Society;

(b) Financial Junior Members of the Society.

(c) Each application shall be made on the understanding that:
()  The entrant agrees to inspection, if deemed necessary by the Council;
(i)  The entrant agrees to pay the cost of such inspection; and

(i) The entrant agrees to accept the decision of the Council after receiving its
Inspector’s report.

Each application for Registration must be made on an official form supplied by the Society
and lodged, together with the prescribed fees, with the Secretary. When the entries are in
order the Registrar will record the registrations and allot the Herd Book numbers.

The Council shall appoint a Registration Committee, to scrutinize all applications for the
registration of cattle. If the Registration Committee, or the Registrar, should question the
eligibility of any animal submitted for registration, the matter shall be referred to the
Council. The onus shall rest on the entrant in all cases of satisfying the Council of the
eligibility of animals submitted for registration, and as to the correctness of pedigrees and
any additional information required. The Council shall have discretionary power to accept
or reject any application for registration.

Every Fold or farm shall be required to register a separate Fold or Farm Name for use
exclusively in connection with the name of animals bred by that fold.

(a) Al cattle born in New Zealand are required, according to regulations under the

Biosecurity Act 1993, to be identified by a Primary I.D Tag appropriate to the
property on which they are born. The primary ear tag number must carry the official
herd number, the individual animal number (breeders may nominate these
numbers), a bar-code combining these numbers and the logo of the AHB or other
approved ID systems. Particular details on the Primary Ear Tag must be provided
on the registration application of each animal applying for registration with the
National Highland Register Society Incorporated (NZ).

All cattle being transported for show, sale or to another herd must be identified by
use of a Secondary Ear Tag. If sold, they must be tagged with both a Primary and
Secondary Ear Tag prior to dispatch from the property of birth, according to
regulations under the Biosecurity Act 1993.

The ID number chosen by the breeder to appear on the Primary and Secondary tag
has no relation to the Registration number allocated for each animal by the
Registrar.

The Herd Book which may be in book or computer form shall be known as the “National
Highland Register” and when referred to in pedigrees shall be denoted by the letters
“Society”.

CLASSES OF REGISTRATION

An “Approved Herd Book™ means, the Herd Book of any one of these societies:
New Zealand Societies, in alphabetical order:

0] Independent Highland Cattle Breeders Academy

(i) New Zealand Highland Cattle Society

(i) New Zealand Lifestyle Highland Society

Overseas Societies, in alphabetical order:

(i)  American Highland Cattle Association

(i)  Australian Highland Cattle Society

(i) The Canadian Highland Cattle Society

(iv) Highland Cattle Society (U.K)

(v) Any other Herd Book approved by the Council.

The Society reserves the right to adjust the grade of an animal being accepted for
registration from an approved Herd Book, according to these rules.

The Registers:

(a) The Society comprises of three separate registers:
(i)  The Stud Register
(i) The Commercial Register
(i) The Polled Register

(b) An animal may be registered in only one register at a time.

(c) An animal may only be registered in a class if they comply with the conditions of the

class.

Classes in the Stud Register

No animal of broken colour may be registered in the classes of the Stud Register, other
than a Full Blood Parti Highland, who meets the conditions of the class. An animal having
some white colour in the tail switch, on the belly, or lighter colour in the dossan may be
eligible for registration provided the conditions of class are met.

The classes under the Society and the conditions applicable to those classes are:

Full Blood Class — Identification in the Society : Herd book number, with the suffix “S”,
only.

Bulls and Cows eligible for registration in this class must be Full Bloods supported by no
less than five(5) generations of ancestry so recorded and which have not, and none of
whose ancestors shall have ever had any graded up, or purebred animals in their genetic
history. Bulls or Cows who are unable to be supported by the required five(5) generations
of Full Blood ancestry will be accepted in the appropriate class but will not be allowed entry
into the Full Biood class.

The progeny of matings between Full Blood bulls and Full Blood cows will be eligible for
registration in this class.

The progeny of a Full Blood bull or cow mated with a bull or cow of another class will not be
eligible for registration in the Full Blood class, but will be eligible for registration in the
appropriate register and class.

Fior’aon (pron. Fearane) Class — identification in the Society: Herd book number, with the
suffix “S”, only.

Bulls and cows eligible for registration in this class must be purebred animals supported by
no less than five (5) generations of ancestry so recorded on both the dam and sire’s

pedigree, and which have no graded animal represented within the said five (5)
generations of ancestry.

Graded ancestry includes any animal registered in C, B and A Class, and any bulls
registered in the P1 grade. '

Purebred bulls and cows with graded animals in the previous five (5) generations of
ancestry of either or both dam and sire will not be eligible for registration in the Fior'aon
Class.

Pure Bred Class - identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the suffix “S”
only.

Bulls and Cows, whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred, Fior'aon or Full Blood Class in
the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are registered in a Pure-Bred
Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book, including animals imported into New
Zealand which are so registered, and the direct progeny of animals so registered.

Cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred Class in the Society or an Approved Herd
Book and whose dams are registered in the A Grade Class in the Society.

Bulls whose sires are registered in the Pure-Bred, Fioraon or Full Blood class and whose
dams are registered in the A Grade Class, known as P1 bulls, will not be eligible for
registration in the Stud Register of the Society but may be eligible for registration in the
Commercial Register if the Bull meets the conditions of the Register and Class.

The progeny of P1 bulls registered with Approved Herd Books are to be eligible for
registration in the Stud Register, by the Society, until the 31% of December 2008, if the
progeny meet the conditions of the Class.

Prior to the 31% of December 2008, the Society will accept eligible progeny of P1 bulls in
the Stud Register, after which the progeny will only be considered eligible for registration in
the Commercial Register, or Polled Register of the Society, if the progeny meet the
conditions of the said Register.

A Grade Class
(718 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the suffix “S” only.

Cows only —~ either cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred, Fioraon or Full Blood
Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are registered in B
Grade Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book

Or

Cows, without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and who have been
granted A Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

B Grade Class
(3/4 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “S” only.

Cows only - either cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred, Fioraon or Full Blood
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Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are registered in C
Grade Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book.

Or

Cows, without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and have been
granted B Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

C Grade Class
(1/2 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “S” only.

Cows only — cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred, Fioraon or Full Blood Class in
the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are either less than 1/2 pure or of
any other breed of cattle, as specified.

Classes in the Commercial Register - identification in the Society: Herd Book Number
with the suffix “C” only.

The primary purpose of the Commercial Register is to encourage the gathering of E.B.V's
on Highland Beef Cattle, and ensure the traceability of cattle registered within the
Commercial Register of the Society.

Bulls and Cows registered in the Commercial Register and retained for breeding purposes
may be approved as ‘Beef Sires’ or ‘Beef Dams’ if the conditions of acceptance are met.

Bulls will be eligible for acceptance as Beef Sires if they are registered in the Full Blood,
Fior'aon or Pure Bred Class of the Commercial Register of the Society.

Bulls registered in the A Grade Class, B Grade Class and C Grade Class Registers of the
Society are not eligible for registration as Beef Sires, and the progeny of these bulls will not
be eligible for acceptance in the Registers of the Society.

The progeny of Bulls registered in the Full Blood, Fioraon, and Pure Bred Class, of the
Stud and Polled Register may be eligible for registration in the appropriate Class of the
Commercial Register, provided that the conditions of the Class are met.

The progeny of Cows registered in the Stud and Polled Register may be eligible for
registration in the appropriate Class of the Commercial Register provided that the
conditions of the Class are met.

A Bull or Cow registered in the Commercial Register is not eligible for registration in the
Stud Register.

The progeny of a Bull or Cow registered in the Commercial Register is not eligible for
registration in the Stud Register.

The classes under the Society and the conditions applicable to those classes are:

Full Blood Commercial Class — Identification in the Society : Herd book number, with the
suffix “C”, only.
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Bulls and Cows eligible for registration in this class must be full bloods supported by no
less than five(5) generations of ancestry so recorded and which have not, and none of
whose ancestors shall have ever had any graded up, or purebred animals in their genetic
history. Bulls or Cows who are unable to be supported by the required five(5) generations
of full blood ancestry will be accepted in the appropriate class but will not be allowed entry
into the Full Blood class.

The progeny of matings between Full Blood bulls and Full Blood cows will be eligible for
registration in this class.

The progeny of a Full Blood bull or Full Blood cow mated with a bull or cow of another class
will not be eligible for registration in the Full Blood class, but will be eligible for registration in
the appropriate register and class, if the conditions of that register and class are met.

Fior'aon (pron. Fearane} Commercial Class — identification in the Society: Herd book
number, with the suffix “C”, only.

Bulls and cows eligible for registration in this class must be purebred animals supported by
no less than five (5) generations of ancestry so recorded on both the dam and sire’s
pedigree, and which have no graded animal represented within the said five (5)
generations of ancestry.

Graded ancestry includes any animal registered in C, B and A Grade Class, and any bull
registered in the P1 grade.

Bulls and Cows with graded animals in the previous five (5) generations of ancestry of
either or both dam and sire will not be eligible for registration in the Fioraon Class.

Pure Bred Commercial Class - identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the
suffix “C” only.

Bulls and Cows, whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred Class in the Stud, Polled or
Commercial Register of the Society, or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are
registered in Pure-Bred Class in the Stud or Commercial Register of the Society, or an
Approved Herd Book, including animals imported into New Zealand which are so
registered, and the direct progeny of animals so registered.

A Cow whose sire is registered in Pure-Bred Class in the Stud, Polied or Commercial
Register of the Society, or an Approved Herd Book and whose dam is registered in A
Grade Class in the Stud or Commercial Register of the Society.

A Bull whose sire is registered in a Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure-Bred Class within the
Society and whose dam is registered in an A Grade Class, within the Society, known as a
P1 bull, is eligible for registration in the Commercial Register of the Society as a Beef Sire.

The progeny of P1 Bulls are acceptable for registration in the Commercial Register of the
Society if the condition of the Class is met.

A Grade Commercial Class:
(7/8 pure) —~ identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the suffix “C” only.
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Cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred, Fioraon or Full Blood Class in the Stud,
Commercial or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams
are registered in B Grade Class of the Society Registers or an Approved Herd Book

Or

Cows without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and who have been
granted A Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

Bulls whose Sires are registered in the Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure-bred Class of the
Society Registers or an Approved Herd Book and whose Dams are registered in the B
Grade Class of the Society Registers or an Approved Herd Book.

The progeny of A Grade Bulls will not eligible for registration, therefore the Society
recommend the steering of A Grade Class Bulls.

B Grade Commercial Class:
(3/4 pure) — Identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “C” only.

Cows whose sires are registered in Full Blood, Fioraon, or Pure-Bred Class in the Stud,
Commercial or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams
are registered in C Grade Class in the Stud, Commercial or Polled Register of the Society
or an Approved Herd Book.

Or

Cows without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and who have been
granted B Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

Bulls whose sires are registered in the Full Blood, Fior'aon or Purebred Class of the Stud,
Commercial or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book, and whose
Dams are registered in the C Grade Class of the Stud, Commercial or Polled Register of
the Society.

The progeny of B Grade Class bulis will not be eligible for registration, therefore the Society
recommend the steering of B Grade Class bulls.

C Grade Commercial Class:
(1/2 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “C” only.

Cows whose sires are registered in Pure-Bred Class in the Stud, Commercial or Polled
Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are either less than
1/2 pure or of any other breed of cattle, as specified.

Cows whose sires are bulls of any other breed and whose dams are Fioraon or Pure Bred
Polled females registered in the Polled Register, or Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure Bred
females registered in the Stud or Commercial Register.

Bulls whose Sires are registered in the Full Blood, Fior'aon or Pure-Bred Class in the Stud,
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Commercial or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams
are either less than 1/2 pure or of any other breed of cattle, as specified.

Bulls whose sires are bulls of any other breed and whose dams are Fioraon or Pure Bred
Polled females registered in the Polled Register, or Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure Bred
females registered in the Stud or Commercial Register.

The progeny of C Grade Class bulls will not be eligible for registration, therefore the Society
recommend the steering of C Grade Class bulls.

The Polled Register Classes - identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the
suffix “P” only.

The definition of Polled is: a naturally polled highland animal, which meets the breed
standards of a Highland cattle beast, other than the presence of horns. A Polled Highland
may not be registered in the Stud Register, as according to the breed standard a Highland
animal must be horned.

The Society recognises the growing popularity of Polled Highlands and the benefit that they
are to the Beef Industry.

Therefore the purpose of the Polled Register is to promote the development of the Polled
animal, by supporting breeders with such information as may benefit their efforts to
stabilize the Polled animal as a naturally polled Highland.

A Polled Bull or Cow must be naturally polled to be eligible for registration in the Polled
Register.

A Polled Bull is only eligible for registration in the A Grade, Pure Bred and Fior'aon Class, if
the conditions of the Class are met.

Horned progeny of Polled Bulls or Cows will not be eligible for registration in the Polled
Register, but may be eligible for registration in the Stud or Commercial Register if the
conditions of the Register and Class are met.

Horned progeny of Polled Bulls or Polled Cows whose ancestry includes a sire who is a
Breed other than a registered Highland Bull, in the Society or an Approved Herd Book, are
not eligible for registration in the Polled or Stud Register.

Horned progeny of Polled Bulls and Cows may be eligible for registration in the Stud
Register if their ancestry does NOT include a sire who is of another breed and if all other
conditions of the Register and Class are met.

Horned progeny of Polled Bulls and Cows may be eligible for registration in the
Commercial Register if the conditions of the Class are met.

A Polled Bull is known as a Homozygous Polled Bull when the Bull has sired a minimum of
fourteen (14) Highland Polled progeny or (5) Polled progeny from Horned Highland cows.
When a DNA test is available it will confirm those Bulls already thought to be Homozygous
and will replace having to produce Polled offspring to prove whether or not the Bull is
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Homozygous. A Homozygous Polled Bull may not sire horned progeny.

A Polled Cow is known as a Homozygous Polled Cow when the Cow has given birth to a
minimum of ten (10) Polled progeny by a Highland bull. When a DNA test is available it will
confirm those Cows already thought to be Homozygous and will replace having to produce
Polled offspring. A Homozygous Polled Cow may not give birth to horned progeny.

A Polled Bull is known as a Heterozygous Polled Bull if he sires both Polled and Horned
progeny.

A Polled Cow is known as a Heterozygous Polled Cow if she gives birth to both Polled and
Homed progeny.

A Bull or Cow with scurs (small horn like growths not connected to the skull by bone tissue)
may be eligible for registration in the Polled Register, if the conditions of the Class are met,
but must be acknowledged by the letters “Sc” following the Herd Book Number and suffix
“P", on the Certificate of Pedigree.

The classes under the Society and the conditions applicable to those classes are:

Fior’aon (pron. Fearane) Polled Class — identification in the Society: Herd book number,
with the suffix “P”, only.

Bulls and cows eligible for registration in this class must be purebred Polled animals
supported by no less than five (5) generations of ancestry so recorded on both the dam
and sire’s pedigree, and which have no graded or horned animal represented within the
said five (5) generations of ancestry, registered in the Society or an Approved Herd Book.
Graded ancestry includes any animal registered in C, B and A Grade Class, in any
register.

Purebred bulls and cows with graded or horned animals in the previous five (5)
generations of ancestry of either or both dam and sire will not be eligible for registration in
the Fior'aon Polled Class.

Pure Bred Polled Class - identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the suffix
“P” only.

Polled Bulls and Polled Cows, whose sires are registered in A Grade or Pure-Bred Class
in the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are registered in Pure-Bred
Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book, including animals imported into New
Zealand which are so registered, and the direct progeny of animals so registered.

Polled Cows whose sires are registered in Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure-Bred Class in the
Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are registered in A Grade Class in
the Society or an Approved Herd Book.

Polled Bulls, known as P1 Polled Bulls, whose sires are registered in the Full Blood,

Fior'aon or Pure-Bred class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book and whose dams are
registered in the A Grade Class in the Society or an Approved Herd Book.
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A Grade Polled Class:
(7/8 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number, with the suffix “P” only.

Polled Cows and Bulls whose sires are registered in Full Blood, Fioraon, or Pure-Bred
Class in the Horned or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book and
whose dams are registered in B Grade Class of the Society Registers or an Approved
Herd Book

Or

Polled Cows without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and who have
been granted A Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

Any Polled progeny sired by A grade Polled Bulls must be from Cows registered in the Full
Blood, Fioraon, or Pure-Bred Class to be eligible to be registered in the Polled Register.
Any Horned progeny sired by A Grade Polled Bulls must be from Cows registered in the
Full Blood, Fioraon, or Pure-Bred Class and may only be registered in the Commercial
Register

B Grade Polled Class:
(3/4 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “P” only.

Cows Only — Polled Cows whose sires are registered in Full Blood, Fioraon, or Pure-Bred
Class in the Stud, Polled or Commercial Register of the Society, or an Approved Herd
Book and whose dams are registered in C Grade Class in the Stud, or Polled Register of
the Society or an Approved Herd Book.

Or
Polled Cows without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and have been
granted B Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

C Grade Polled Class:
(1/2 pure) — identification in the Society: Herd Book Number with the suffix “P” only.

Cows Only ~ Polled Cows whose sires are registered in Full Blood, Fioraon or Pure-Bred
Class in the Stud, Commercial or Polled Register of the Society or an Approved Herd Book

and whose dams are either less than 1/2 pure or of any other breed of cattle, as specified,
or,

Cows whose sires are bulls of any other Polled breed and whose dams are Full Blood,
Fioraon or Pure Bred females registered in the Polled Register, the Stud Register or the
Commercial Register

Or

Polled Cows without documentation, whose ancestry is obviously Highland and have been
granted C Grade Class status by an Independent Inspector approved by the Society.

In General
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Each animal must be named by its breeder, and such name must not exceed three words
in addition to the breeders Fold or Farm name, which must be used. No name that has
already appeared in the Herd Book may be duplicated, and, if this Rule is not observed,
the Council has the right of renaming the animals if the applicant refuses to do so.

The name and address of the breeder of each animal must be given. The breeder of an
animal is the owner of its dam at the time of calving.

Date of Birth, sire and dam and name of present owner must be given together with
particulars of the Primary Ear-tag number. At the time of registration the colour of the
animal should be recorded as one of:- white, dun, silver dun, yellow, light red, red, brindle,
black, parti (only eligible for registration in the Full-Blood Class)

All members who use Artificial Insemination must maintain an appropriate record keeping
system i.e., possess an Insemination Certificate Book which is in duplicate. The original to
be retained by the centre, veterinarian or “B” Class technician or equivalent who performed
the insemination, the duplicate being retained in the Book and kept in a safe place by the
member.

The particulars to be recorded on this certificate are:

(a) Member's name, Date of Insemination, name or registered number of person
performing insemination, centre (if applicable), cow name and identification, bull's
name and identification.

(b) Should any doubt arise about the parentage of any animal the Society may demand
that the Sire, Dam and Calf be blood or DNA typed in order to qualify the Sire and
Dam as possible parents, at the member’s cost.

(c) The fee for the entry of stock in the Herd Book and all fees relating to registration,
transfer and export shall be set annually by Council.

All live calves must be entered for the Herd Book within 12 months of birth by the breeder.
Any exception to this Rule will be considered by the Council. Their decision and any late
fees they demand will be final.

Registration of cattle three years of age and older may require parentage verification (via
blood type or D.N.A.) and is at the discretion of Council.

it shall be the duty of all members to keep proper records of their breeding activities, such
records to be open for inspection at any time by any person appointed by the Council..
It shall be compuisory for the vendor to officially transfer all registered stock sold.

A Bull having a defect known as “Crop Ear” shall not be eligible for registration, except in
the Commercial Register.

Bull Assessments are to be done at the discretion and expense of the Owner of the Bull.
Bull Assessments must be completed on the forms provided by the Society, by
Independent Inspectors approved by the Society.

Assessment of a Bull less than one (1) year of age shall be recorded as a Junior
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Assessment, and shall be completed on the form provided by the Society, by an
Independent Inspector approved by the Society Junior Assessments are to be done at the
discretion and expense of the Owner.

TRANSFER RULES

It is compulsory for the vendor to officially transfer all registered stock sold as stud animals.

Applications for the transfer of registered Highland Cattle shall only be accepted from the
vendor, who must be the current owner of the animal as recorded with the Society.

Subject to the above, applications for transfer may be accepted from non-members as well
as from members.

Each application for transfer must be made on an official form supplied by the Society and
lodged, together with the prescribed fees, with the Secretary. The name and address of the
vendor and of the new owner of the animal subject to the transfer must be given.

The fees relating to transfer shall be set by Council. The fee applying to transfers notified
outside three (3) months of the date of sale shall incur an additional penalty fee. The fee
applying to transfer applications from vendors who are not current financial full members
may incur an additional penalty fee.

EMBRYO TRANSFER RULES

Dam and Sire to be blood or DNA typed before the embryo transfer process is initiated.

Parentage of the calf to be verified by blood or DNA typing of the calf within ninety (90)
days of birth.

if the owner of the calf at the time of birth is not the owner of the donor dam, at registration
evidence of the transfer of ownership of the embryo must be provided to the Society.

Only one embryo may be transferred to a recipient female.
An embryo transfer calf when registered shall carry the suffix “ET".

Responsibility for registration rests with the owner of the embryo at the birth date of the
calf.
